(WITS) engages teaching- 
writers in 24-week 
residencies in sites across 
Idaho each year. We are 
focused on improving writing 
and reading skills – one 
child at a time. The WITS 
program, designed for 
grades 4-12, has contributed 
to a 15% -40% rise in 
participants’ scores on 
standardized tests.  
 
Writing and reading are 
inseparable. Involving each 
child in the magic of sharing 
his or her own experiences 
through language improves 
critical thinking skills and 
the ability to make informed 
judgments.  These are vital 
skills that will help each 
child succeed. With encour-
agement, students use their 
imaginations, fostering a 
curiosity that can last a  
lifetime.
